WPMJGA Van   
 

Often during the season, the West Penn Van is used to take participants to tournaments and/or to work.  These are the rules: 
 
¨  Respect the Driver 
¨  Remain seated while the van is in motion 
¨  Refrain from extending hand, arms or head out of windows 
¨  Keep the van clean by not littering.   
¨  Be on time at designated location 
 

If funds are not available, riders of WPMJGA van will be required to contribute towards gas. 
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A Focus on Education 
 
With an emphasis on the importance of going to college and a requirement to maintain at least a C average to remain in the program, 98% 
percent of our participants graduate from high school, and 100% of those graduates have gone on to either college or the military. As a result of 
being associated with WPMJGA, students have received additional financial support from other agencies such as NEED, Ronald McDonald via 
the LPGA and the National Minority Golf Scholarship Association as well.  
 
A report by SRI International for Golf 20/20 found that, “golf is a natural vehicle for life skills training,” specifically in the following: 

¨  The structure and culture of the game emphasizes personal excellence rather than just competition with others.  
¨  Golf encourages and rewards autonomy and independence, while at the same time including teamwork and socialization. 
¨  Golf has a rich tradition of using psychological techniques that can also enhance other endeavors in life, such as positive self-talk,

Mentoring  
Once a participant completes their sophomore year and makes it known that he or she would like to pursue a golf scholarship a mentor will be 
assigned if a) the participant is commit and serious about the game, and 2) available to do all the things that the assigned coach deems 
necessary to get to that level.  This coach will be assigned the extra duty of a mentor.  The mentor will be responsible and accountable for the 
junior’s progress.   Hours will be logged, progress charted, assistance provided including filling out the PING college guide, contacting college 
coaches and assisting in finding tournaments to play in.  
 
Volunteers 
In the past we have had a shortage of ladies coming out helping our girls.  WPMJGA has received a firm commitment from a lady’s 
organization called Women With a Swing that has adopted our girls.   Several gentlemen from the New Pittsburgh Duffers have made 
commitments to assist in mentoring and teaching this year. 
 
Coaches  
WPMJGA coaching staff has a variety of experience teachers ranging from United States Golf Teaching Federation (USGTF) Professionals, 
PGA playing experience, renowned community tournament player and volunteers.   WPMJGA plans to add the services of another instructor to 
the staff and additional qualified volunteers as membership continues to grow.  WPMJGA has unleashed a method that works (this is our 13th 
year).  Volunteers will follow the method taught by the lead instructors and will obtain proper child abuse and criminal background clearances.
